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Abstract


The paper deals with the issue of the method dispute, which is an important stage in the development of German scientific thought. 

Comparing the two traditions in the theory of idealization, Hegel's and Weber's, it is argued that it is possible to reconstruct the method of ideal types in the conceptual apparatus of the idealization method. 

The paper contains an element of novelty and originality by pointing to the continuation of the ideas and views arising in connection with the Methodenstreit dispute. 

The research presented in the paper is in line with the principle of epistemological and methodological homogeneity of cognitive procedures in science. One can speak of a marginal revolution and its traces in the consciousness of scientists.
