The importance of privacy and attitudes toward anonymity online among young Chinese
and Russians
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Online anonymity and privacy are a concern for Internet users around the world. In our
presentation we discuss the relationship of a person's attitude to the protection of privacy and
anonymity on the network with personal individual psychological and socio-psychological
characteristics (the "Big Five" personality traits, level of trust and moral foundations) among
representatives of Chinese (N=230) and Russian youth (N=196). Multiple linear regression
analysis showed that for Chinese respondents, the importance of protecting privacy is positively
associated with respect for authority, while for Russian respondents it is positively associated with
moral foundation of fairness. Support for anonymity online among the Chinese is positively
associated with trust in government, while among Russian respondents there is an inverse
relationship. For both Chinese and Russian respondents, protection of privacy was negatively
associated with emotional stability, while support for anonymity was positively associated with an
orientation toward fairness as a moral foundation for both Chinese and Russian respondents. The
results obtained are interpreted from the point of view of the theory of moral foundations and
cross-country differences in the level of institutional trust. Promising directions of research in this
area are outlined.
