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The work is devoted to the study of the household duties sharing between men and women in the context of gender roles based on the GGP-2017 survey in Belarus and the survey "Use of the population's daily time fund" in Russia (2019).
There are three basic approaches to the gender division of labor in domestic work (see overview in Aassve et.al. 2014, and Ashwin, Isupova 2018): 

· the theory of relative resources, according to which the division of labor occurs as a result of the process of communication between spouses on the basis of the absolute values ​​of the earnings of both, in such a way that the more an individual earns in absolute terms, the less household duties he / she has (the newest traditionalist communication work in this area Carlson, Miller & Rude 2020); here it is not entirely clear from the outset what happens if both earn a lot;
· the «available time» perspective: here it is assumed that the more time an individual spends in paid work in the labor market, the less time he or she has to do domestic work, and the more often the second spouse does it; the weak point here is the explanation of situations when someone earns more, but spends less time at work
· the concept of economic dependence, according to which partners share household duties according to the relative share of their contribution to the family budget, that is, domestic work are more likely to fall on the partner who earns less and is economically dependent on the second partner; in societies far from gender equality, this approach is working, although it does not explain well the distribution of domestic work in a situation of poverty, when a man does not manage to earn enough and a woman also participates in the labor market;
· an approach from the point of view of gender ideology («gender creation»), according to which the distribution of household duties is determined by attitudes towards gender equality and the essence of family roles for men and women.

The latter perspective is associated with two processes: gender display and deviation neutralization, which are quite common in modern Eastern European societies (see, for example, Ashwin, Isupova 2018)  in situations when a woman does most of the domestic work, despite the fact that she earns more than a partner,  she thereby seeks to emphasize her unchanging gender status, despite the deviation of large earnings; it may also have to do with her gender identity and self-awareness in a way that she considers cooking, cleaning, caring for children, etc. integral parts of their self-image as a woman, and does not want to change this situation. 
The objective of the study: to clarify the comparative aspects of the distribution of domestic work in Russia and Belarus at the present time («preCovid» period) in relation to the satisfaction of men and women with the current state of affairs. Unfortunately, there are no questions about satisfaction in this regard in Russian studies, so the study of time use will be used mainly for illustration. But it has a question about who contributes more to the family budget, so we can use it to test the theory of economic dependence. In general, our main theoretical framework will be a gender ideology approach.
Metodology. The first wave of the longitudinal sociological survey «Generations and Gender» (GGS) in Belarus was carried out in 2017 by the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection of the Republic of Belarus with the support of international partners. The survey was conducted by the Center for Sociological and Political Research of the Belarusian State University in cooperation with the coordinator of the Generations and Gender program - the Netherlands Interdisciplinary Demographic Institute in all regions of the country (56 cities, 40 villages). The sample consisted of 10,000 respondents aged 17 to 79.
Based on the research data, by constructing contingency tables and conducting multinominal and ordinal logistic regression, the relationship between the satisfaction of men and women with the distribution of household duties and childcare and the actual distribution of these duties, as well as the normative attitudes of men and women about the distribution of these duties between partners will be described. The data array contains all the variables necessary for this.
As a result of the analysis, to find out whether men and women are in agreement on the ideas about the distribution of household duties between partners in the family, the satisfaction of men and women in the family is different; to describe the relationship between ideas about the proper distribution of household duties in the family, the actual distribution and such a satisfied distribution. Selective observation of the use of the daily time fund by the population was carried out by the Federal State Statistics Service of Russia in 2019 (in all constituent entities of the Russian Federation, 45 thousand rubles are covered)/ Households, multiphase staged sampling). The data set contains information on the use of the daily time fund for specific activities, including working life, raising children, sports and a healthy lifestyle. We will use variables for the relative income of individuals to total household income.
Outputs: the actual distribution of household duties in Belarusian and Russian families is unbalanced: a woman is more burdened than a man with domestic work and childcare; the level of satisfaction with this situation by both women and men is quite high, with an imbalance towards a higher level of satisfaction among men, despite the prevalence of traditional gender ideology. Men spend more time in paid work, women in unpaid work. The results for Russia and Belarus will differ slightly due to the similarity of the cultural and socio-economic characteristics of the countries.
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
