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Introduction

 After the collapse of the Soviet Union in Russia, external and cross-regional levels of migration changed. The population in the central and southern regions of Russia increased due to the influx of citizens from the Eastern part of the state and Commonwealth of Independent States. Migrants increased the polarization of society.[footnoteRef:1] The number of citizens who defended the anti-immigration policy has grown. Moreover, there has been a change in the electoral behavior of the population in the regions of the Russian Federation. The process of development of right-wing radical parties took place until 2004. Research problem: ambiguity of the consequences of the influence of modern migration processes of the post-Soviet period on loyalty and protest in the electoral behavior of the population in Russian Federation.
Relevance of the study.  The changes in the formation of political parties caused by the adoption a new federal law "On Political Parties" in 2001. It contributed to the revision of the ideological right-wing radical orientation of some parties. Candidates still do not have the opportunity to openly show their predisposition to people of other nationalities. Hypothesis. H1: External migration continues to radicalize the behavior of the electorate in the Russian Federation regions, despite the existing restrictions in the party system. 
H2: Demographic changes caused by internal migrations, related to the age structure of the population, the electoral preferences significantly changed in regions in the post-Soviet period. 
The purpose of the study is to establish the impact of structural changes in the population because of migration on electoral behavior in the Russian Federation. 
Research oobjectives: 1. To identify the theoretical framework of the study for the analysis of interregional migration policy in the Russian Federation. 2.To determine how structural electoral changes of internal migrations affect electoral dynamics. 3.To determine the impact of external migrations on the dynamics of electoral preferences in the Russian Federation regions.
Methods: 1. Statistical method of collecting data on the conduct of federal elections in the context of the subjects of the Russian Federation from 1991 to 2019;
2. Regression analysis based on data on migration movements of the population in Russian Federation; 
3. Conducting a case study of the impact of migration on the electoral behavior of Russian Federation regions.

Exploration

Independent variables were separately constructed: an indicator of internal migration, an indicator of external migration, an alternative indicator of external migration. Indicators of radicalism and loyalty were also formed based on ideologically directed party clusters - dependent variables.[footnoteRef:4] Additional control variables are the share of the Russian population in the regions of the Russian Federation, the gross regional product per capita and the share of the urban population. Outcomes

Multiple regression analysis showed a direct relationship between the indicator of radicalization and external migration. The coefficient of the obtained result is 5.722 **. It is significant, because the first hypothesis was confirmed. More than that, based on the results of panel regression and regression varying slopes, it can be concluded that the indicators of the share of the Russian population and the share of the urban population affect the indicator of radicalism.
The second multifactorial regression model with control variables and varying slopes confirmed the second hypothesis. We can see a significant inverse relationship between the indicator of radicalism and the indicator of the proportion of the elderly population.
The third and fourth models revealed a direct relationship between the radicalism index and the control variable - the share of the Russian population. The fourth regression model showed a non-trivial result. At the beginning, the result of panel regression should have had a significant feedback coefficient, which means that the loyalty indicator is negatively dependent on internal migration. As a result, the model showed that dissatisfied with the arrival of immigrants citizens of the state, vote for those parties that include in their campaign program points for the protection of the local population from migrants. Moreover, the regression model finds statistically significant results between the inverse relationship with the loyalty indicator and the share of the Russian population and a positive relationship with the gross regional product.
Conclusion.	As a result of counting the interrelations of several variables, it was possible to find a direct dependence of radical sentiments among the population and internal migration, which is increasing every year, changing the ideology of loyal citizens of the Russian Federation.
