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The territory of the Russian Arctic is currently managed on the basis of the strategic approach methodology. Strategic documents of the Russian Federation are ranked by the level of implementation, by industry and by individual territories of the Arctic.
Our report presents an analysis of the strategic documents of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) on the development of the Arctic territories of Russia on the example of developing a master plan for the village of Tiksi, Bulunsky region, which is of strategic importance for the whole country, due to its location on the northern border on the route of the Northern Sea Route.
The scenario for the development of this village in Yakutia, located on the coast of the Laptev Sea, is defined by such strategic documents as the Order of the Government of the Russian Federation on June 08, 2015 on the approval of the Comprehensive Project for the Development of the Northern Sea Route in execution, with a deadline of 2015-2030, by the Order of the Government of the Russian Federation dated June 30, 2015. September 2018 No. 2101-r on the approval of the Comprehensive plan for the modernization and expansion of the trunk infrastructure until 2024 on the basis of the Decree of the President of the Russian Federation dated 07.05.2018 No. 204 "On national goals and strategic objectives of the development of the Russian Federation for the period up to 2024", By order of the Government of the Russian Federation of December 21, 2019 No. 3120-r on the approval of the Plan for the development of the infrastructure of the Northern Sea Route until 2035.
The strategy of socio-economic development of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) until 2032 with a target vision until 2050 (as amended on June 18, 2020) approved by the Law of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) dated December 19, 2018 2077-З No. 45-VI, as amended The Law of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) is aimed at effective management of the Arctic territories.
Also, in the territory of the Arctic settlements, the Strategy for the socio-economic development of the Arctic zone of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) for the period up to 2035 is being implemented.
Strategic documents define not only the vision, targets and priorities for the development of Arctic settlements, but also contain specific measures. With this vision, ideally built villages and cities are growing in the North, providing a high standard of living for their residents, villages and cities in which one wants to live.
But statistics and scientific studies of Arctic settlements indicate an increase in the outflow of the population from the Arctic, especially the able-bodied population and youth.
And the main reason, as our research shows, is the lack of demand for human capital in these settlements.
The development of the master plan for the village of Tiksi was intended to concretize and visualize the scenario of the development of the village (the master plan was developed by OOO LSTK-Project, chief architect NN Alekseev). When developing the master plan, we faced the following problems:
- lack of interest on the part of the administration of the MO "Settlement Tiksi";
- lack of interest from the local population;
- lack of synchronization of documents of strategic importance with program documents of development at the local level;
- and, as a result, the management problem with cascading strategies of different levels and industries to the level of settlement management was not solved.
