Public trust in science: a scoping review
Recently there has been growing attention to the empirical study of public trust in science. It can be explained both by the pronounced crisis of trust and the role of trust in people's everyday lives. The study of public trust in science and its factors has become one of the main directions in the realm of the science-society relationship. In Russia, this tendency is just starting to develop. The article offers an overview of existing studies of the public trust in science and the factors determining it. The key problems analyzed here are the concepts of trust in science used, measurement strategies, and the main categories of factors considered. Using a systematic selection of literature, the scoping review gives a detailed description of the research field that has developed around this issue. As a result, the variability of both strategies for the study of the public trust and factors identified are shown. The ways of conceptualizing and measuring trust in science, strategies for studying its factors, as well as factors themselves, can be used both for increasing the efficiency of science communication as well as for developing new research perspectives.
